We offer the Citizens’ Gallery to rent with a fee, as a space for the display of the 

public’s work. This venue for the exhibition of arts – such as painting, sculpture, 

calligraphy, crafts, and video – is accessible to individuals, groups, and 

organizations, regardless of whether you reside in or outside of Meguro.

■Periods/Times of Availability

In principle, we lend the space in one-week units, excepting holidays.

Time of use for one day is from 10 am to 6 pm, which includes loading in, 

exhibition, and loading out time.

■Application for Use

We will draw applications by lottery, at 10 am on the second Saturday of 

even-numbered months, 7 to 8 months before the desired usage period.

■Meguro City Complex Guided Architecture Tour (April –May, about 4 times)

Guided tour of Meguro City Complex (formerly Chiyoda Life Headquarters,

We exhibit the works by citizens of Meguro City: paintings, calligraphy, handicraft, and 
photography. The exhibition is organized by the City Exhibition Committee (Cooperation by MMAT)
※Open from 10:00 am to 5:30 pm, admission by 5:00 pm, different from regular opening hours.

OKADA Kenzo is a painter who has lived in the art worlds of 
two cities, in Paris in the 1920’s and in New York after the 
1950’s. He created his atelier in Jiyugaoka, Meguro City, in 
1935. This Exhibition features the period of OKADA when, after 
his New York years, the artist gradually moved towards 
“abstract” style and established his own style of combining 
light-color surfaces. We would like to unravel the process 
from his two study-abroad experiences.

We will display works by children and students in kindergartens, elementary, and junior high 
schools, in Meguro; works of “touts de force - an amazing accomplishment” of the children, including 
craftworks, artwork, calligraphy and others worked on in class. You can feel the richly expressed 
emotions and ideas. They convey the creative urges and surprises found through the honest eyes 
of children. We also plan to exhibit the works by the children from the sister-cities overseas.

SUGIMOTO Takashi (1945 ~ 2018 ), the interior designer, who 
presented his innovative expression in commercial spaces, started 
SUPER POTATO CO.LTD. in 1973, introducing novel spaces that focus 
on the phenomenon of light and the hidden power of materials used 
one after the other. Here at MMAT, where we have the lounge that 
was designed by SUPER POTATO, we will exhibit various materials 
including partially reproduced spaces, photos and design drawings 
to understand his design philosophy.

TAKAHAMA Toshiya, a copperplate artist, has continued to 
exhibit, worldwide, “wooden houses” in “block-built-towns” 
made by people of all-ages in the areas where he 
worked, together with his own copperplate prints.  On 
this occasion, we exhibit the block buildings and prints 
created by elementary school students in Meguro City 
during the classes TAKAHAMA conducted, together with his 
own copperplate prints from his early days to his latest.

“TOKYO PUCK,” first published in 1905 as the first color 
magazine in Japan, created a new style of journalism in 
Japan. “TOKYO PUCK” was published in four series, and we, 
MMAT, have the original paintings of the magazine in the 
third and the fourth series (1920 ~1940’s) in our Collection. 
Featuring them alongside other magazines published in the 
era, we would like to look back at the society of the time.
